
Information for the proposed AC Georgian Meet: 

· July 15-28 
· Chaukhi, Georgia  
· Good rock climbing; new route possibilities; uncrowded as not a popular 

region for Western climbers so far. 

It is small range with about 12 summits with a maximum height of 3842m and very 
good rock. There are climbing possibilites from Russian grade 1-6. Length of routes is 
about 600m usually climbed in 1 day. Base camp is 2 hours way from the nearest road 
with the possibility to hire pack-animals. We must carry in tents as well as all food 
and fuel. Mountains are easily accessed from Tbilisi. There are no guide books but 
route descriptions are obtainable from Georgian climbers.  

From Riga there are 5 flights to Tbilisi per week with Baltic Air and other carriers 
such as BMI & BA operate out of Heathrow. 

Approx costs: Flights can be around £400 but food, transportation in Georgia isn’t 
expensive, maybe ~200 Euro per person.
