INTRODUCTION

Mandarfen (1675m) is a small village situated near the head of the beautiful Pitztal. It has a few shops and a bank.

ACCOMMODATION

Accommodation has been reserved at the 3* Hotel Rifflsee which is situated in a quiet location not far from the bus stop. The hotel has several lounges, drying facilities and all rooms have private facilities, many with balconies. There are a few single rooms.  There will be a buffet breakfast and a four course evening meal. The cost for dinner, bed & breakfast is 40.5 euros pppn; the single supplement is 10 euros pppn (there is no supplement for two of the single rooms). There is ample parking, some of it under cover.

The nearest airports are Innsbruck, Munich, Zurich, Salzburg and Friedrichshafen; from Innsbruck railway station take the bus or train to Imst, then the bus to Mandarfen.
