INTRODUCTION

Neustift (993m) is a large village situated midway up the Stubai Valley. All the usual services are available including supermarkets and banks.

ACCOMMODATION

Accommodation has been reserved in the 3* Hotel Bellevue which is situated in a quiet location on the outskirts of the village. The hotel has ample parking and is within walking distance of the village centre. The hotel has several lounges and drying facilities. All rooms have private facilities and most have balconies. There will be a buffet breakfast and a four course evening meal. The cost for dinner, bed & breakfast will 41 euros pppn; the single supplement is 8 euros pppn. The hotel prefers payment in cash but if pushed may accept Mastercard or Visa credit cards. The hotel is managed by a former mountain guide and his American wife.
