Our journal is, to my mind, by far
the most interesting of the international publications on the market
today and | am delighted that we have a highly experienced journal-
ist, Stephen Goodwin, as editor. He is already making plans for a
special edition for the club's 150th anniversary in 2007. We have
several exhibitions in the pipeline, including a Kangchenjunga show
this summer, and | hope very much that Kit Surrey, a climbing artist
based in Devon, is going to exhibit some of his stunning large scale
charcoal drawings of British sea cliffs. Our curator, Peter Mallalieu
and | are both keen that some of our London exhibitions should also
travel to other venues.

In case all this indoor activity sounds a bit rarefied, perhaps this is
the moment to mention the climbing fund. Thanks to the brilliant
work of Jerry Lovatt and others, we now have a pot of money (a pot
which we intend to increase) assigned to supporting members who
actually want to go climbing! Britain is one of the world's leading
countries in the field of adventurous exploratory mountaineering yet
we are run by a succession of governments interested only in football
and Olympic medals. With Sports Council expedition grants under
threat and the real value of Mount Everest Foundation grants seri-
ously eroded, it would be wonderful if the Alpine Club could fill some
of that gap. Exactly how the grants are allocated has still to be decided, but the important thing is that they will go

There was a real
buzz at the recent dinner in Shap and | hope that we will have even more people
attending next year; however at some stage soon we will also have another dinner in
London; it is, after all, the capital city.
As this newsletter demonstrates, club members are doing masses of exciting climbing
and skiing all over the world.

Library

The library received overwhelming support (85%-v.imp, 15%-imp.) when asked if it was important with 78% thinking it
was best situated in London (22% against.) 45% of sample said that they used the Library yearly, 7%-monthly, 3% -
weekly.

BMC: Nearly everyone knew of the BMC per capita club charge (85%) but opinion was split as to whether that was
acceptable. (52.5%-for, 47.5%-against.)

Fees: nearly everyone thought the fees were about right (90%) but it was split (51.5%-for, 48.5%-against) as to whether
members would pay more for more services.

Bunkhouse: only 11.5% used it with 88.5% not convinced!

Trends: as expected, the more members climbed the more they wanted increased publications, meets, symposia etc.

Not surprisingly the older members (over 60's) wanted less activities from the Club. However nobody (except 51-60's)
wanted more social events!

Kangchenjunga
Exhibition

An exhibition of photographs, paintings

and prints of the celebrated Himalayan

mountain Kangchenjunga will take place

in the Alpine Club gallery later this year

to coincide with the 50th anniversary of

the first ascents in May 1955 by a team
of British climbers.

The exhibition and accompanying cat-
alogue will survey the history of
Kangchenjunga as a pictorial and liter-
ary subject and examine the differing
ways in which it has been seen and
interpreted by British and European
artists, photographers, mountaineers,
poets, authors and travel-writers over
the period ¢1848-2004. The third high-
est mountain in the world has been a
topographical feature to be sketched,
mapped and surveyed; it has been
seen as an emblem of colonial posses-
sion; later an embodiment of the sub-
lime, a picturesque motif, a moun-
taineering challenge, a peak conquered
but left un-trodden; and recurrently
throughout all of these, a sacred moun-
tain and symbol of spirituality. Added to
all of these ways of seeing
Kangchenjunga is the significance of
the mountain to the Nepalese and
Sikkimese people who live in its shad-
ow, and to whom the mountain is sym-
bolically the residence of a god. Many
have been captivated by
Kangchenjunga's magnificence, its tran-
sient and ethereal qualities, hovering, or
so it seems, above the clouds, half-hid-
den and indeed sometimes even mis-
taken for a cloud. As a subject
Kangchenjunga has an important place,
not only in the history of British moun-
taineering, but also within the sublime
and romantic traditions of British and
European art.

Oct 2004 AC Meet to Provence

The October weather may not have been typical for Provence, but what
a great place to escape the deluge that much of Britain experienced nonethe-
less! Through Martin Scott's hospitality a
host of classic climbs were accomplished
on the 8 km south face of Mont St
Victoire, many recorded on film by
Lindsay as he paraded around the crags
snapping all and sundry like a paparazzi.
He probably missed the bit where Bill
inadvertently acquired a karabiner belong-
ing to an adjacent female climber, however,
and he clearly could not have captured
Henry's continuous quest for a 5a lead.

Phil and Jonty missed
few opportunities; even braving the Aix
rush hour to climb on the day of arrival.
Others took life more leisurely by making
the most of Martin's well-stocked wine cel-
lar. The flow of alcohol at Maison Scott is
clearly legendary, since even a local friend
remarked that he rarely drunk anything when
Martin was elsewhere.

Another of the Provence attractions are
the fjord-like inlets of the Calanques, which we firmly had on our climbing itin-
erary. It may have been too cool to attract the sunbathing beauties that normally
frequent this area, but several intrepid members braved the sea all the same.

Aix has more to offer than climbing; there is Decathlon, the well-known out-
door retailer, which we seemed to visit often. Derek rarely left without a pur-
chase (snow-shoes in Aix?) and Phil's pursuit of ladies underwear took some
explaining. We only half believed his excuse that it was simply to protect his
modesty in mountain huts!

We thank Martin for organising this unique meet and hope that our behav-
iour was such that we get another invitation next year.

‘Feel the Forst" (Rediscovering the Dolomites)

So you also love big multi-pitch routes - a real adventure day out on the mountain not just a local crag. Pitch after pitch of exquisite
moves, gradually making your way through majestic rock architecture via the occasional piece of bygone protection that's indicates
the previous passage of so many hands and feet in search of the next belay.

Add to this the gentle tinkle of roaming herd bells over lush green, flower scattered alpine meadows far below you. The odd vanilla
cloud set against a cobalt blue sky around you and the solitude of your route probably established 75 years ago and you will probably
find yourself in Northern Italy on one of the many limestone towers loom-

Mantrap pitch of the Since the formation of my branding business and arrival of a young
Grohmanspitze family, my alpine journey has in the past few years crossed from the

snowy routes of further north to the steep sun kissed faces of the

Grohmanspitze, Cinque della Dit a and
the Sassolunga above the Sellajoch
Rifugio.

Dolomites. Initially it had
been a trip to gather the
sternest Via Ferrata routes
with novice climbers in
2001, that had opened my
eyes to the jagged horizon
of peaks herein. These WW
1 iron ways had also suggested the topography of their rock walls, which at first appear
vertical and unforgiving but infact are strewn with ledges, aretes and gullies.

Therefore | have returned each summer since, discovering the many pocketed ranges
of mountains from the mighty Tre Cime di Lavaredo and forgotten Cadinspitzen in the east to the orange and central Tofana group
overlooking Cortina. Further west there is the king sized glacial Marmolada and close by, the much visited Sellajoch with its infamous
3 towers.

However, popular with neighbouring Austrian, German and Slovenian climbers, we have found these areas to be devoid of UK visi-
tors compared with other alpine ranges. The general lack of English guidebook or magazine coverage, coupled with a reputation for
loose rock and hazardous descents, | understand have lost the Dolomite climbing much favour on our isle, whilst their Via Ferrata's
have seen a major resurgence in more recent years. Where else we so often ask can you recuperate apres-climb with such a great
local brew as Forst, while the sun sets across your days route, as you await the delights of fresh pasta and pizza emblazoned with
yet another local delicacy- speck ham.

It is fair to say that in most part, the climbs here are far from demanding by todays standard. Any modest VS climber with sound
alpine experience and the ability to move quickly over ground with minimum protection, apart from the in-situ pegs and plentiful natur-
al threads will be in their element. Treading in the footholds of legends such as Comici, Dibona, Trenker, Preuss and Dimai is a plea-
sure, whose capability to unlock passages through these peaks is quite breathtaking. Each line is rarely without its notorious crux
pitch which all too often keeps you wondering for the majority of the ascent until its arrival, when it does however often at the point of
no return, infact it is quite amenable by contrast. That said sticky soles and advanced protection must downgrade the passage of
what was surely first done solo, in nailed boots, hauling hemp rope while sucking on a well primed pipe.

Only this past summer, we set ourselves the task of being based out west in the
lush green Di Fassa valley and duely created a tick list upon the peaks above us. The likes of the awesome Sassolungo,the fortress
like Grohmanspitze and between them the five fingered Cinque della Dita command a majestic horizon from the Val Gardena and
Sella passes, yet in reality they are so little visited in comparison to the nearby Sella Towers. Each day proved to be a classic, a day
worthy of a single trip alone - the routes ever enchanting, steep faces with pocketed holds, delicate airy traverses avoiding the major
hurdles above and juggy cracks and chimneys always bringing you to welcome summits for a snack prior to the customary abseil and
downclimbed descents.

So this winter whilst you paw over your library of possibilities for your next alpine summer, think about the delights of your favourite
limestone crag and if only it was 15+ pitches in height, set in an alpine sun baked rock garden and without the swarms of other
climbers upon it. Appealing? Well take a trip back to the Dolomites and let your dreams rekindle themselves like it has for me. But

_remember not to tell too many and as we like to say ensure you feel the Forst and always respect the speck! Craig Cook

fitted in a 12 pitch route on the Pouce and a 7 pitch on the Tour des

Crouches after a run of wet weather last year and hoped for a better
start to the week this year .The forecast from the UK looked awful
but we were pleased to note a better forecast at the guides bureau
and headed for the Mirroir D'Argentine close to a village called
Solalex in the Lausanne area of Switzerland.. This is a 450m slab
which Victor Saunders recommended to us when we met him on
the Amone slab the previous year. The Remy brothers developed
many of the routes of which there are over ten from VS to E4 or so.
We chose the "Direct", a 14 pitch HVS 5a which seemed to follow a
good-looking line. The guidebook said the bolts were decent but that
a selection of rocks and friends would be helpful though we didn't
use them much and will take 50% less when we go back. The pitch-
es were 3a 4a,5a,4a,5a,4a,5a,4a,4c,4a,5a,5a,5a,4b and a bit of
thought enabled Chris and | to switch leads and climb quickly. The
crux on the first half of the climb was rather wet and pushed the
grade up to5b and caused Chris to fall off once when he seconded
the pitch. We met up with a guide from the ISM school in Leysin and
his clients higher up as they had bypassed the first half as they
thought it would be too wet though as a result they missed some
excellent climbing. Surprisingly the sun never hit the face while we
were on it although it was a blue-sky day. Chris was particularly
pleased with his lead of one of the top 5a pitches as it looked steep
and the bolts looked rather spaced out. To set the seal on an excel-
lent day we stopped off at the little mountain hamlet of Anzeindaz
during the walk off and had a beer. Later that week we did Mani
Puliti (150m 5b) and Nez Rouge (150m 5b) on the Aiguille De La Gliere on the same day with descent by abseil. We had to choose
routes close to the index telepherique as | had developed achilles tendinitis and had to take two rest days off prior to this on two
thankfully wet days to ice strap and rest the ankle, though | could still belay Chris on the local crags. Our final route was the excellent
Asia (250m F 5C+) on La Grande Floria. We had a few international rescue type moments on this route, which added to the enter-
tainment. As we walked up to the route a biggish boulder moved on a loose slope ahead of us and wedged a rather tearful female
climber who thus needed a minor extraction. Then just as we were gearing up the second in the party ahead fell off and with rope
stretch landed on my back! Damned foreigners! The crux was in fact in the first 10m and Chris had to use one point of aid though
might well have made it but for a lack of chalk and all the mini dramas which were rather a distraction.

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SouTH AMERICA SYMPOSIUM REVIEW

Andes Symposium

Once again combining the Annual Symposium with the Annual
Dinner provided a winning combination for the Club, with around 100 Members and guests attending the 2004 Andes Symposium.
With Stephen Venables presiding, the event kicked off with an Andean overview presented by John Biggar, the author of the sole
guide covering all of the major climbing areas of South America. John also provided a series of useful maps and copies of his com-
prehensive guide for those interested in visiting the Andes. Nick Bullock then described some audacious climbing in the Quitaraju
area of Peru, where the minimalist approach seemed to take on a new dimension. Food was clearly seen as a luxury on these multi
day routes, and Nick was substantially thinner on his return!

Jose Carmarlinghi, a local guide, then reviewed mountaineering opportunities in his native Bolivia; covering the Cordilleras Real,
Apolabamba, Quimsa Cruz, Occidental and Lipez. Well known to several members of the AC, Jose painted an irresistible picture of
Bolivian mountains and culture. He also brought with him copies of a definitive climbing guide to Bolivia compiled by a local climber.
The next speaker was Anne Arran, who with her husband John has made some impressive first ascents on big unclimbed walls in
Venezuela. Anne focused particularly on Cerro Autana and Acupan Tepui where steep or overhanging rock can be found in abun-
dance.

The next speaker was Carlos Buhler, one of North America's outstanding climbers who is well known to the AC. Carlos spoke
about some of his significant climbs in South America, particularly on the north faces of Huascuran Sur and Norte in Peru,
Aconcagua's South Face and on Cerro Torre's south-east Compressor Route in Patagonia. The final speaker was Simon Yates who
described his ascents in the inaccessible Darwin Range of Chilean Tierra del Fuego after sailing into the area with Celia Bull. By his
own admission Simon knew little about sailing boats before the trip but a quick dinghy course seemed to be adequate preparation for
the undertaking.

The Symposium was concluded with an open forum comprising all of the speakers, and chaired by Stephen Venables. A raffle
sponsored by Patagonia raised £223 in aid of the Lake District Mountain Rescue Teams. Derek Buckle

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BRETTON MOUNTAINEERING LITERATURE FESTIVAL

The 18th International Festival of
Mount aineering Literature at the University of
Leeds, Bretton Hall Campus, 16th  April 2005.

Greg Child (US), Chris Jones (US), Bob Marshall (Aus), plus Summers, Entwistle, Perrin and
Sale discuss 'Whose History?' Det ails at www .festivalofmount aineeringliterature.co.uk

'WHOSE HISTORY?'

In recent years a number of books have appeared that have given us a different version of the history of famous climbs from
the stories with which we have become familiar. For this year's Festival we bring together writers from the USA, Australia and Britain
who have been re-examining popular myths in mountaineering history. Desio's Ascent of K2, Diemberger's Summits and Secrets and
Whillans and Ormerod's Don Whillans: Portrait of a Mountaineer, for example, have all played a part in mythmaking in the UK and
each of these books is challenged by our speakers as new information has come to light, some of it only very recently.

Chris Jones is an Englishman who moved to California as a young climber and promptly took part in historic first ascents
with the leading American players. He has just celebrated the thirtieth anniversary of his first ascent with George Lowe of the North
Face of Canada's North Twin, a route that has only been repeated twice. In 1976 he wrote what remains the indispensable history of
Climbing in North America. Lately he has been realising that much of this history might actually be a history of European climbers. In
a rare visit to the UK, Chris will launch this year's theme with his talk on '‘US Climbing - Whose History?'

Kaydee Summers is a young ice-climber from Utah and a former student of Mikel Vause at Weber University who often
attends the Festival. With the aid of the Paul Nunn Fellowship Kaydee is researching women's mountaineering writing for a PhD at
the University of Leeds. Among her discoveries are women who used their climbs and their writing in support of suffrage, emancipa-
tion and future women climbers at the turn of the century. Many women, however, remain invisible in climbing histories. Kaydee will
be talking about the issue of the ‘visibility' of women in climbing culture.

The character of Millican Dalton, the self-styled 'Professor of Adventure' who lived in a cave in Borrowdale, has been a part of climbing folklore
since the historian Alan Hankinson first drew attention to him. But his reputation for eccentricity has tended to overshadow his climbing record. In a new
biography, Millican Dalton: A Search for Romance and Freedom, Matthew Entwistle ~ makes a claim for his climbing and his philosophy to be taken
more seriously. lllustrated by entertaining archive photographs, Matthew will attempt to correct the balance.

We have been waiting a long time for Jim Perrin's biography of Don Whillans  and doubtless by the time of the Festival most of the audi-
ence will have read it (publication date 1st Feb). So was his affectionate nickname actually seriously justified? Has Jim managed to balance the myth
with all of the realities? And what of the experience of writing this biography among so many living memories and myths? A panel of reviewers have
been asked to lead the discussion of this much-awaited book: fiercely independent reader Gordon S tainforth, Jan Levi  who is working on a biography
of Mabel Barker, Derek Walker who knew Don well and Greg Child who was on two expeditions with Don.

Richard Sale realised that our only knowledge in the UK about the ground-breaking first ascent of Broad Peak was from
Kurt Diemberger's Summits and Secrets. Sale's research into the diaries of the other team members revealed a rather different story.
The result is his book Broad Peak which is published by his friend in order to elude the control that Diemberger tries to exercise over
this history with threats of lawsuits. There is a remarkable publishing background to Richard Sale's carefully researched attempt to get
to the truth of this significant history that very much involved two other Austrians as well as Diemberger and Buhl.

When Walter Bonatti came to the Festival two years ago he gave an impressive and dignified lecture that avoided any mention of the rancour
over the Italian first ascent of K2 which has blighted his later life. Robert Marshall is Bonatti's friend, translator and advocate, who put together The
Mountains of My Life (2001) in which he tried to show that Desio's account was false and that the Italians had never told the truth about the expedition.
Recently, new evidence has been given by Campagnoni which explains much of the mystery. Robert Marshall is coming from Australia for the Festival
to help us understand whose history of this expedition we should believe.

This Festival should provide lively discussion around its theme and time is being given for rigorous engagement with a panel of Festival
speakers at the end of the afternoon.

On behalf of the chair of the judges, Eric Major , Steve Dean will deliver this year's Boardman Tasker judgement for discussion. lan Smith
will announce this year's winner of the Festival/Climb writing competition and read the winning entry.

The climax of the day will be a lecture from Greg Child about the amazing task he faced as a writer in getting to the truth of
the story of the kidnapping of Tommy Caldwell, Beth Rodden and two friends from a portaledge on a wall in Kyrgyzstan. Not only
were there different versions of this story from the climbers, their parents, government troops and the kidnappers who videoed them-
selves, but at one point there were accusations of a hoax. Finally, Child visited a jail in Kyrgyzstan to interview a kidnapper who
Caldwell believed he had killed. This story is the ultimate challenge to a superb writer who had to decide whose history to put in print.

Two years later saw us meet up again in Chengdu, the
capital of Sichuan, together with Dick Isherwood and Bill
Thurston. In the few years since our first ideas and whilst
we were dithering, Sichuan had become a desirable hot
spot for mountaineers, thanks to other members' activities
- in particular Tom Nakamura's informative and beautiful
book and Mick Fowler's Piolet d'Or route on Siguniang.

Dick rather fancied this photo of Haizi Shan from Tom's
book. It is called by the Tibetans Ja-Ra or King of
Mountains as it dominates the main trading route. )

However, | thought that it might be, OK for Dick, but it
looked rather hard to me - Dick persisted and found this

From Chengdu, we drove west past Siguniang and set
up base camp below the SE face in an area well populat-
ed by Tibetans who were searching for the much-prized
catefpillar fungus.

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LETTER FROM CHAMONIX

‘Our Man in Cham?

Greetings from wintry Cham. | thought | would give you an unsystematic and
personalised view of who has been up to what in and around Cham, since the
summer. Apologies to all those doing hard core new routes that | know nothing
about! My sources are largely friends, friends of friends and sketchy rumours. This
is no attempt at a systematic review of events of the last 6 months, more of an
idiosyncratic random review.
The Compagnie de Mont Blanc managed to balls things up big style, by not only
dropping one of the cables of the Aiguille du Midi Telepherique onto the Chamonix
bypass, at 9am one morning in May (narrowly missing decapitating my wife and 3
kids on the way to school), but also in early August during routine maintenance
they managed to crash an empty cabin one evening into the mid-station, putting
the lift out of action until September. This must have cost them several million
Euros, but they should be able to raise that easily enough, by selling a few square
meters of land anywhere from Servoz to Vallorcine. It did, however, allow me and
a client to have the highly unusual experience of breaking trail and being the only party on the Cosmiques Arete, on a perfect sunny
August day, due to the difficulty of getting there!

Lack of lift access (most of us lazy) and mixed (ie not infrequently crap) weather in August meant it was hard at times to to be sure
of a decent weather window to get things done. There was however some excellent weather both in July and in September, but fortu-
nately not quite such a severe thermonuclear meltdown, as in
recent summers. | stuck to fairly standard stuff this summer,
and had the pleasure of being the only party on the North sum-
mit (?slightly higher) of the Aiguille du Tour, and counting a
good 80 people crawling up and down the S summit! | also
enjoyed, in the company of Kenton Cool , a relatively new rock
route, Poeme a Lou, max F6b, on the t South Face of the
Brevent . Approach down and round from the classic Frison
Roche. 4 long pitches of excellent compact (and necessarily
bolted) rock in a magnificent setting, finishing under the top lift
station.

One person who made the most of any weather going was
Adam W ainwright who did the complete traverse of the
Chamonix Aiguilles, from South to North. Elsewhere he did
the Salbit schen W Rige traverse ( ED1) and the Hopkinson
Spur ( TD) on Mont Collon , near Arolla. Also in Arolla in the
summer was John Evans and Liz Radford. They did West
Ridge of Dent s de Tsailon, Mont Blanc de Cheilon
Traverse ,(as did I, proudly, with my 75 year old father,
Richard), the South-East Ridge of Petite Dent s de Veisivi
and then the South Ridge of Dent Blanche snatched between
two bad weather days.

In September John Harlin Il , in the company of Roger
Payne and Julie-Ann Clyma were able to straighten out the
Innominat a Ridge on Mt Blanc, with at least 6 pitches of new
technical rock climbing at altitude. Roger writes:

"In the record hot summer of 2003 American climbers John
Harlin and Mark Jenkins were visiting the Alps looking for some
unclimbed lines. Roger Payne suggested they might find the
Innominata Ridge had some potential, that would also be safe
from stonefall. The pair were pleased to find that between the
classic Innominata Ridge (1909, Courtauld, Oliver and
Aufdenblatten - which moves left in the upper section) and the
Direct Route (1973, Galmiche, Leduc and Agresti - which
moves right) there is a fine looking pillar split by a large corner
system. From the Eccles bivouac hut Harlin and Jenkins made
Stuart McDonald on an acclimatisation and reconnaissance and on-sight free

Drus, however, was found, by an experienced French guide, to have
unjustifiably loose rock now. In the Autumn the mixed lines came in well,
following a very heavy wet snowfall at and above 3000m at the end of
summer. Stuart McDonald was on the scene in October and within the
space of a week managed to do both the Shroud and the Croz Spur on
the N Face of the Grandes Jorasses. The latter route took him less
than 24 hours from the hut. (Earlier, in the summer, he also did the
Grands Montet s Ridge on the Aigulle V erte, in a day from the first
telelpherique -he described it as excellent, with all the steeper, harder
sections on good well protected rock). The Jorasses saw quite a bit of
attention this Autumn- Neil Brodie, a Scottish guide, living near Cluses,
attempted a probable second ascent the Japanese couloir , and also the
Desmaison route on Pte W alker. He was unlucky with the weather.
Spirited attempts were also made by Dave Hollinger and Jonny Baird
on the Croz in December- not much daylight! The modern classic
Mclintyre Colton was successfully climbed by quite a few folk in Nov/
Dec. Rick Marchant and his wife Isabelle Santoire , both Chamonix
based guides, climbed the Alexis variation, with 2 bivouacs on the face,
and lan Parnell did the original line, the crux section bypassing a large
snow mushroom and being very mixed. Impressively 2 Italians, in mid

December, wrote in the routes book, in
the Office de Haute Montagne, that
they had done the Mcintyre Colton in a
day. They left the Leschaux hut at
0130, crossed the schrund at 0400,
were on the summit at 1500, the
Boccalette hut at 1800! Beat that.

The other great prize that was up for

Charmoz, N face. It has a reputation for being harder
than its TD grade, and also for having rather elusive
conditions. | have been up there once and had to turn
back due to poor snow conditions, and know another
Chamonix based guide who has had the same experi-
ence on 3 occasions! This autumn, though, it was
Styrofoam neve for the most part. The crux mixed
pitches were at the bottom and the top. According to
Jonny Baird, who climbed it with Mark Charlton , the
pitch grades for these were Scotish V,4 (not much
gear) and V,6/7 (short and well protected, but hard).
They had 2 bivouacs because there is no convenient
hut to approach from. Miles Bright also climbed it with
Azmus Norreslet . All 4 of these are guides, and sev-
eral said it is one the best alpine routes they have
done. It and the Jorasses are probably still in nick, so
out you come on Easyjet.

At time of writing it is very cold and stable weather,
the Chamonix icefalls are coming in, and Cogne is in
good nick. Happy climbing / Bonne grimpe! John Morgan
