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MEeeTs REPORTS

Valais Meet
22nd July-5th August.

The meet was based at the Atermenzen camp site and
was held jointly with the ABMSAC, CC & FRCC with 34 in
attendance for some or all of the meet. Most arrived on the
Saturday. There was a good forecast until the Tuesday
afternoon, although it had not been freezing at night which
made glacier crossing taxing, even first thing in the morn-
ing. There was thus a general exodus from the campsite on |
the Sunday to take advantage of this window. A number
went to the Bordier hut where routes included the
Durrenhorn-Nadelhorn traverse (previous approaches
across the Reid glacier above the hut are no longer recom-
mended and the hut guardian has way marked a route to
the north ridge from the hut approach path), Gr. Bigerhorn
and Ulrichshorn-Balfrin traverses. From the Turtmann Hut
the Brunegghorn was climbed and from the Rothorn hut
attempts were made on the WellenKuppe & Rothorn.

The weather was then unsettled, but in the first week
routes included the Pointe de Zinal traverse, the Kanzelgrat | ]
on the Rothorn, East ridge of the Weisshorn, North ridge of — ~
Rimpfischhorn and ascents of Weissmies, Ober Gabelhorn, Lagginhorn & Monte Rosa. Some explored parts of the Europa way, with
its tunnels protecting the user in areas of known stone fall. Others explored the sports climbs by Brig and in the Fieschertal.

At the start of week 2, a good weather forecast for several days was obtained. Several teams went up to the Monte Rosa Hut as a
starting point for a Monte Rosa - Breithorn traverse. Another team headed round to Coumayeur and the Monzino Hut in search of
their remaining 4000m peak.

Sunday, the Monte Rosa teams left at 3am to do Nordend, Dufourspitze, Zumsteinspitze, then got caught in heavy mist arriving at
Margherita hut at 7pm — cheese & chips for dinner! The Monzino team left at first light making good time to the Eccles Bivouac. After
occupying the top hut, they then went in search of the traverse line to Col Eccles, which they failed to find but did obtain Pic. Eccles &
views across to Col Peutrey.

Monday, one Margherita team made a 4am start descended the Grenz glacier back to the Monte Rosa hut. The rest had a lie-in and
left at 8.15am to do Parrotspitze, Ludwigshohe, Corno Negro, Balmenhorn for lunch, then Pyramide Vincent, where they couldn’t per-
suade one member that Punta Giordano was an insignificant pimple, rather than a separate 4k top, and spent the rest of the after-
noon descending through hail and lightning on GPS to finally get to the Gnifetti at 6.30pm — just in time for dinner. The Eccles biv
team again left at first light, descending from the hut to the upper Brouliard glacier ascending the couloir to Col Eccles which was
found to be in bad condition. They finally arrived at Col Eccles meeting a Korean team who had traversed the Pic. A combination of
the change of weather and not been able to see the descent to the Upper Freney Plateau dictated a retreat to the Eccles Biv.

Tuesday, the Monte Rosa team returned to the campsite whilst the Gnifetti team sat it out for the day, debating return via
Gressonney.

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Judge Exonerates AC Members from Everest Death

In a judgement made on 20 July, criminal charges against Jon Tinker, Henry Todd and Michael Smith were dismissed. A private
prosecution had been mounted by the father of Michael Matthews who had died descending from the summit of Everest on 13 May1999.

A copy of the judgement will be placed in the AC Library shortly; and it may also be made available on the club website (but it is 29
pages long). A few extracts are given below:

'All the evidence appears to show that (Michael's) death was truly one of the many tragic accidents for which Mount Everest and
the forces of nature that play with such deadly effect upon its summit have become deservedly notorious'.

'| have seen nothing to suggest that Mr Tinker could, let alone should, be held criminally responsible for Michael's death......I cannot
find any evidence, let alone a sufficiency of evidence, that Mr Tinker breached any duty of care towards Michael that caused or con-
tributed to his death. | therefore dismiss this case against him'.

'Whatever the situation may have been in relation to the provision at some stage of faulty bottles of oxygen or attachments, in my
judgement there is not one scrap of worthwhile evidence that when on this day a large party, including Michael, ascended to the sum-
mit, any of them was using faulty oxygen equipment. Nor is there any evidence that on the descent Michael's oxygen equipment
became defective. There is no evidence that there was a failure of oxygen supply, whether prolonged or intermittent, or that this had
anything to do with his death'.

'In my view, of all the people involved in this case, other than Michael himself, (Mike Smith's) situation calls for the greatest under-
standing and the least condemnation. | cannot accept that there is ant evidence that Mr Smith, acting as Michael's guide to the sum-
mit, did anything for which he could be legitimately criticised. Even if | were wrong about this; even if someone could squeeze a drop
of criticism out of his handling of the extreme conditions that suddenly engulfed them on that day, in my judgement it is not even
arguable that his behaviour could attract censure to the point where a jury would be entitled to say that his conduct was
criminal.....The law does not call upon a man in Mr Smith's situation to sacrifice his own life. The loss of one life is tragedy enough. To
think that he could be in a criminal court, in peril of a criminal conviction for manslaughter, is hardly tolerable. In my judgement, if ever
a criminal charge should be emphatically dismissed, this is it- and that is the order | make.'

"It is not the purpose of the criminal law to stifle the spirit of adventure, or to inhibit personal ambition and endeavour. It would in my
view be most regrettable if the serious crime of manslaughter might be seen as a cloud, constantly hanging over those old enough to
decide how they wish to lead their lives, and have chosen of their own volition to engage in activities that are potentially dangerous
or; for that matter, extreme sports that are inherently dangerous;
