Mountain Flowers of the World

In this talk Roger, who is a biologist and
mountain instructor, will examine the

factors affecting plants at high altitude and
then look more closely at the adaptations that
they have made in order to overcome them.
He will also draw on the associations that
plants make in mountain environments on
each of the seven continents. So for all those
who notice alpine flowers and wonder what
they might be and why they are there this
promises to be an enlightening talk.

Here they were forced to deal
with the vagaries of Soviet maps and trucks,
Kyrgyz weather, frisbee bread and, of course,
kymzyz. While in Kyrgyzstan they successfully
climbed three new routes and five new
mountains. They will also be showing the first
panoramic pictures of the Sarychat Valley.

Following The Footsteps - A Journey into
North West Sikkim:( Jeremy is a 2009
recipient of the AC Climbing Fund.)

In the autumn of 2009 eight climbers left
Delhi with all of the necessary files and
documents that were needed to explore the
most distant corner of north west Sikkim. For
the first time in more than seventy five years
permission had finally been granted to retrace
the footsteps of luminaries such as Douglas
Freshfield, Alexander Kellas, Vittorio Sella and
Frank Smythe and explore deep into the
Indian Himalaya.

Police and a number of bemused yak owners
the team eventually found their way to peaks
in the Lhonak valley and the remote northern
slopes of Kangchenjunga.

The Climbing Fund supports private expeditions, provided that all participants are AC Members . .
Your future private expedition could benefit! Details and an application form can be found on the AC web site
at www.alpine-club.org.uk. The awarding committee plans to review applications twice yearly, in March and
September, although there is no specific deadline for their receipt. Application at least three months in
advance is advisable. It should be noted that successful recipients will be ineligible for consideration for
additional awards for a period of three years.

The Club has a small bunkroom in the club house basement containing four bunks for the use of members, aspirants and associates. The Bunkroom is

normally open except when the office is closed for the long Christmas and summer breaks. We cannot accept bookings from members for Friday and
Saturday nights if they would be occupying the bunkhouse alone as the Club cannot provide any emergency response over weekends. There is

currently no heating in the bunkhouse at night but there are a few blankets. Users must bring a sheet sleeping bag and are advised to bring a warm

sleeping bag in winter.

Bookings must be made with the Club Administrator, 0207 613 0755( Administrator).
As the Office is only manned on Tuesdays and Thursdays, bookings need to be made well in advance so that arrangements can be made for users to
obtain a set of keys and instructions. There is no charge for the bunkroom. However, an advance deposit of £20 is required for the keys. Keys must
be returned within five working days of use. Regular users may apply for a set of keys to retain for their own use.

Mt Kenya - a response
Dear Editor,

| hope you will allow me, on behalf of the team of AC & CC members who attended the Kenya meet and who have all had sight
of a draft of this letter, to reply to the criticisms levelled at us in the letter from John Edwards that was published in the November
2009 AC newsletter. As the meet co-ordinator, | signed off the report written by Adele Long and published in the July edition of the
newsletter as an accurate record of the team's experiences, and | stand by that. Detailed, if brief, evidence is quoted to support 3 of
the references to problems with the guidebook and | can add detail to the fourth which refers to the second day at American Camp.
Tim and Cherrie attempted the Chouinard route on the North Face of Midget peak. The guidebook description reads, "Follow the
crack system leading directly to the summit. A good line with the crux being the first pitch." They reported finding a crack with a very
thin start leading directly to the summit, another more obvious crack to the right but not leading directly to the summit, and a further
crack right of that. | have seen the photo they took and anyone could understand their uncertainty as to which might be the correct
line. They finally worked out the most likely contender by trial and error. A further obvious example is that frequent reference is made
to Kami Hut and Two Tarn Hut in the guidebook. Both no longer exist. We could have supplied a lengthier account of "guidebook
problems" but saw no point in giving the issue that level of emphasis. | would consider our published criticism fair comment,
tempered as it is with a thread of self-effacing humour that runs through the report but which Mr. Edwards seems to be incapable of
recognising.

Mr. Edwards' evident outrage seems to be founded upon the unwarranted assumption that in pointing out problems with the
guidebook's descriptions of the routes we were suggesting that lain Allan or other guidebook contributors had intended to deliberately
mislead guidebook readers. No one doubts the integrity or conscientiousness of those responsible for the production of the
guidebook and it is a remarkable achievement for its era, but times change, guidebook publication moves on, and it would be a rash
editor who was prepared to guarantee the accuracy of a guidebook, the bulk of which was written nearly 30 years ago. The current,
fourth, edition was first published in 1981, and one can't help but wonder if the process of accretion as revisions and corrections
were added, in 1990 and subsequently, has been detrimental to the pursuit of clarity. For a sense of perspective | would recommend
a comparison between the Mt. Kenya guide and the Italian topo guides to the Dolomites Arrampicare a Cortina d'Ampezzo e dintorni.
ISBN 88-87272-95-6 & Arrampicare in Val Gardena. ISBN 88-87272-22-0 (German language versions also available) to indicate what
a modern guidebook can achieve.

Nonetheless, Mr. Edwards chooses to state "I can personally confirm the accuracy of the information" based on his experience.
However, he is curiously reticent about the circumstances of his 5 seasons climbing on Mt. Kenya. | suspect it was some time ago
since he offers no specific examples of the effects of climate change over the past 15 years. In addition, most UK based climbers
could never afford 5 seasons on Mt. Kenya, so | also suspect it was during a period of residency in Kenya. This would mean he was
climbing with fellow residents who would have had a familiarity with the mountain that would put Mr. Edwards at a distinct advantage
over the Kenya team in January 2009 who only had the guidebook to go on. Furthermore his evident inability to follow the guidebook
descriptions on Eiger routes is hardly a recommendation as to his judgement with regard to the Mt. Kenya guidebook.

I must confess to finding difficulty in reconciling Mr Edwards' confirmation of the accuracy of the guidebook, with his statement that
"with climate change there has been a significant recession of the glaciers accompanied by inevitable rockfall over the past 15 years
or so that could well affect the detail of some of the pitches of certain routes." Is he contradicting himself, guilty of a breach of his
own "guidebook etiquette?" As a team we were well aware of the effects of climate change: a couloir that had presumably been the
line of a scramble in the past had become an unstable rubble chute; climbs that once started from the level of the glacier had
acquired new starts that would affect both the route description and possibly the grade. These things do not make for accuracy in a
guidebook written decades ago, and we felt a responsibility to fellow members to include something of this in our report.

Whilst none of the team would claim to be new-routing "Eiger tigers" on the strength of an inability to follow consecutive
guidebook descriptions, we are not the idiots that Mr. Edwards suggests. The team has a wealth of rock climbing experience at UIAA
grades from IV - VI from the sea cliffs of Mingalay to the crags of China whilst Derek Buckle and | have a modest string of first
ascents of new routes and virgin peaks in the greater ranges that can hardly qualify us as guidebook-dependent. Possibly the
weather played its part in the lack of "fun and laughter" as we grappled with route-finding difficulties but it is hard to find more than a
certain grim humour as one clears inches of snow from holds before they can be used whilst recognising the early signs of
hypothermia. In that context, with a weather pattern that meant we should have been off those routes before the 2pm snowstorms
hit, it is no surprise that we begrudged the time lost trying to make sense of guidebook descriptions. We thought it significant that all
4 climbing teams encountered similar problems whereas that had not normally been the case in our experience of other areas or
other guidebooks. Mr. Edwards makes no reference to the weather and seems to be advocating the abandonment of guidebooks in
pursuit of a "spirit of mountaineering” that seems at best foolhardy and at worst lethal.

| was further intrigued by his assertion that there are no water buffalo in Kenya, since that was exactly the term used to describe
these magnificent beasts by local people. A quick Google search turned up a number of references to African or Cape Water Buffalo,
including a Kenyan website promoting "Water Buffalo Safaris" and www.southafricanartists.com where a certain Kim Coetzee had
entitled one of her paintings Cape Water Buffalo. Although technically a correct distinction, Mr. Edwards' pedantic gibe ignores the
common terminology in use by people who actually live in Africa. A comparison with the North American Bison is instructive: this
animal was incorrectly but insistently referred to as a buffalo by settlers until the two names have both become accepted. As to the
question, "What is the difference between a water buffalo and a cape buffalo?" on Yahoo Answers a zoologist came up with: "A water
buffalo is typically wet while a cape buffalo is usually seen wearing a cape."

Finally, | am aware that the Alpine Club has a tradition of dispute. One thinks of the rows between John Tyndall and Leslie
Stephen or Whymper and Coolidge, but | had not thought it continued into the 21st Century. Equally, | was unaware that membership
of the Club conferred immunity from criticism either of oneself or the products of one's labours. In that case it is clearly a better deal
than membership of the diplomatic service or even the royal family, although obviously Mr. Edwards subscribes to double standards.
What Mr. Edwards seems to be advocating is an old guard closing of ranks in order to maintain the illusion that "all's well in the best
of all possible worlds" and woe betide anyone who challenges that. As such it is the sort of thing that gives the AC a bad name and
demeans the quality of debate amongst members. If any apology is in order it should be forthcoming from Mr. Edwards, who chooses
to personalise the issues and gratuitously abuse fellow members of the club in a letter that seems calculated to incite conflict rather
than resolve disagreement.

In lieu of such an apology I'm sure the team and the Club would accept an offer from Mr. Edwards to co-ordinate another meet on
Mount Kenya in 2011 on the 30th anniversary of the current edition of the guidebook, perhaps including some of the original
contributors as well as modern rock activists amongst participants. Such a meet would be an opportunity to research the effects of
climate change and other factors on route descriptions and could lead to a long overdue rewrite of the guidebook. There's an old
expression that | think may apply in this case: "Put up or shut up!"

Mike Pinney's Swiss Meet Report in the November Newsletter has prompted me to offer congratulations to Kate Ross who is very
probably the first British lady to have climbed all the Alpine Fourthousanders. Certainly no other likely candidate has come to my
attention during the past 15 years since | was myself on the verge of achieving this same goal.

Thanks to the encouragement and leadership of two other Alpine Club Members, Les Swindin, my husband, and Peter Fleming,
our very good friend and companion on many routes, by August 1990, | had climbed 51 of the Fourthousanders on the Collomb list,
leaving only the Aiguille Blanche de Peuterey to complete the tally. A combination of difficult conditions and unpredictable bad
weather thwarted both my attempts to reach the Aiguille Blanche, undoubtedly the trickiest to access of all the 52 peaks. It was
immensely frustrating in early August 1993, to be caught in a totally unexpected blizzard at the Eccles bivouac hut with temperatures
well above zero all night - retreat the following morning was the only sensible option.

A few days later Martin Moran and Simon Jenkins were more fortunate: from the same bivouac shelter, they had perfect snow
conditions and were able to cross rapidly to the col de Peuterey and bag the summit before continuing their amazing traverse of the
Alps, doing all the Fourthousanders in just one summer season! An ailing spine forced me into early retirement from alpinism after
that and my ambition was never realised, but | am very glad that at long last this feat has been achieved by a British lady, and
particularly by Kate, an Alpinist with much stronger credentials than my own. | only ever admitted to being a "perpetual second" (see
my article in the 1980 A.J.) and | shall be forever grateful to all those, and especially to Les and Peter, who accompanied me on so
many wonderful climbs.

BMC S Noge

Members will be aware that they were consulted in
November about the BMC/AC relationship. The trigger was a
proposal by the BMC to allow members who wished to opt out of
BMC benefits in exchange for a reduction in the subscription while
retaining BMC club and personal liability insurance.

Some 250 members responded of whom over 70% favoured a
new relationship based on an opt out mechanism, and only 20%
a continuance of the status quo.

The subject was also raised at the Club AGM in November,
where the emphasis was on staying and supporting BMC and
using our influence within it. As members know, the AC, together
with other senior clubs, played a major role in the establishment of
the BMC, and it has continuously supported it ever since. It has
no wish to do otherwise now.

The BMC National Council considered the matter in December,
and decided, in spite of strong AC lobbying, to drop its opt out
proposal. In the light of these developments the Committee is
pursuing discussions with BMC on a hew form of relationship.
Most UK AC members are either BMC members through other
clubs, or as individual BMC members (overseas members are
ineligible). A new form of relationship should allow the club's BMC
subscriptions to reflect these realities.In consequence you will be
pleased to hear that active consideration is being given to the idea
of a new relationship between AC and the BMC.

It is likely that the form of a new relationship will not include
personal liability insurance, which is expensive and does not
appear to be particularly valued by AC members. Members
wishing to continue to have personal liability insurance, and who
are BMC members only through the AC, are now advised to take
it out for themselves e.g. through a mountain travel policy,
because automatic cover may cease without specific notice.
